The Lord has opened 
the doors for such countries as India, 
Vietnam and Bulgaria in particular. 
We have not only witnessed the 
need of the SOC in these countries, 
but we have been able to be a part of 
God’s continued work of Restoring 
and Maintaining the message of 
Pentecost in the local ministries.

As we have entered a new year, our 
prayer and desire are for God to find 
in us becoming vessels meet for the 
Masters use.
